
Hike Report - Sunday, March 7, 2010

Dupont State Park - ‘Dupont Loop’

This hike was originally scheduled for February 27, 2010, but had to be rescheduled. 

There were 5 hikers in our group: Mike Kaplan, Trudy Bruns, Linda Hill and Sharon & Ron Blake.

We started at the Fawn Lake access with the temperature at about 40 degrees. Our 1st leg was supposed to be on Mine Mountain Trail, but it was closed due to ’wet conditions and storm debris’. So, we opted for other trails and immediately found ourselves walking through snow, which was evident on all north-facing slopes. We hiked on various trails trying to work our way to Lake Julia for lunch. We were foiled again because portions of Conservation and Corn Mill Shoals Trails were also closed.

We ended up on Airstrip Trail where we saw three deer. The trail was a little muddy, but posed no problems. We finally made it to the base of Bridal Veil Falls and then to Lake Julia where he had lunch at a sunny picnic table.

From there the planned route back to the parking area was via Reasonover Creek Trail, but it was closed as well.

So, we reversed our route and did the long way back so we could get our 8 miles in. On the return, we encountered a little more mud and the snow was slipperier due to the much warmer conditions.

We had a great hike and enjoyed the day and the camaraderie.

Statistics: 8.6 miles, 850 ft elevation gain, 4-½ hours.
