6-12-10 Panthertown Valley – The Other Cold Mountain
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It was a great day for a hike, slightly overcast, but no rain with temperatures in the high 70’s to around 80 degrees.  Views from Shelton Pisgah Mountain and Cold Mountain, only slightly obscured by the haze.  A distant view of Jawbone Falls, and a close up look at Riding Ford Falls, Elbow Falls, and  Schoolhouse Falls.  Our route took us under Schoolhouse Falls.  We saw an Eastern Newt on the trail, also Mountain Laurel, Galax, and Flame Azalea.
Per the GPS the distance was 8.8 miles and the elevation gain was 2357 feet.
